The "Data Users’ Con-
ference" will be chaired by
Dr Saurabh Garg, Secre-
tary, Ministry of Statistics
and Programme Imple-
mentation.

The event will host ap-
proximately 250 partici-
pants, comprising re-
searchers, academicians,
Economists, industrial as-
sociations, policymakers,
representatives from inter-
national organisations, pri-
vate survey agencies, as
well as esteemed institu-
tions from academia.

Experts and members
of the National Statistical
Commission (NSC) and
technical committees will
also be present.

The ministry conducts
large-scale sample sur-

veys to generate key eco-
nomic indicators in critical
areas such as employment
and unemployment, con-
sumption expenditure, and
industrial statistics.

It also produces essen-
tial macroeconomic indica-
tors, including National
Accounts and Price Indi-
ces. These data sets form
the foundation for evi-
dence-based policy formu-
lation and effective gover-
nance in India.

According to the minis-
try, the conference is be-
ing organised to promote
dialogue between data
producers and data users,
fostering knowledge ex-
change and discussions
on the latest developments
in the field.

The technical sessions
on National Sample Sur-
veys will provide an over-
view of the sampling de-
sign, computation of mul-
tipliers, and estimation of
parameters in NSS house-
hold surveys.

The sessions will also
highlight key lessons from
the conduct of the House-
hold Consumption Expen-
diture Surveys (HCES) for
2022-23 and 2023-24,
with insights drawn from
the latest data releases.

In addition, recent
changes in the Periodic
Labour Force Survey
(PLFS) methodology will
be presented to enhance
users' understanding and
ensure clarity in interpre-
tation, said the ministry.

FHRAI raises unfair practices, GST
compliance concerns against Agoda

New Delhi, April 19
(IANS) The Federation of
Hotel and Restaurant As-
sociations of India (FH-
RAIl) on Saturday ex-
pressed serious concerns
over unilateral changes
made by global online
travel agency Agoda to its
commission structure and
terms of engagement with
Indian hospitality partners.

The FHRAI, the apex
body representing over
60,000 hotels and 500,000
restaurants across the
country, also alleged non-
compliance with GST reg-
ulations by Agoda, stating
that the platform is charg-
ing commission on the
GST amount, which direct-
ly contradicts Indian taxa-
tion laws.

Further, Agoda is not
charging GST on its com-
mission, thereby shifting
the tax burden onto Indi-
an hotels, said the associ-

ation, raising red flags
over the resulting compli-
cations in GST reconcilia-
tion and potential loss of
government revenue, par-
ticularly affecting listed
and tax-compliant hospi-
tality companies.

“India’s hospitality sec-
tor is working hard to re-
cover and rebuild in the
post-pandemic era. In
such a scenario, unilater-
al decisions by platforms
like Agoda undermine the
principles of fair collabora-
tion and violate both legal
and contractual commit-
ments,” said K Syama
Raju, President of FHRAI.

In a formal letter ad-
dressed to Agoda’s lead-
ership, FHRAI highlighted
that the introduction of the
“Reference Sell Rate”
(RSR), a new commission
calculation model that
charges commission on
total room rate, including

taxes, despite the signed
agreement stipulating that
commission should be cal-
culated only on the room
rate excluding taxes. This
directly violates the terms
of previously agreed con-
tracts betweenAgoda and
hotel partners.

The association point-
ed out that Agoda’s move
to charge commission on
the gross rate inclusive of
GST, instead of the base
rate, has led to financial
strain and operational dis-
ruptions for its member
establishments.

The FHRAI said it has
also received multiple
complaints from member
hotels regarding Agoda’s
operational practices.

These include applica-
tion of discounts and pro-
motional offers without pri-
or consent, delays in pay-
ment with an option of ex-
pedited transfer only at an
additional commission,

MTNL defaults on over Rs 8,300

crore loan repayments, debt surges

Mumbai,  April 19
(IANS) Mahanagar Tele-
phone Nigam Limited
(MTNL) on Saturday said
it has defaulted on loan
repayments of over Rs
8,300 crore to multiple
banks.According to its
stock exchange filing, the
telecom firm failed to re-
pay dues to several public
sector banks, including
Union Bank of India, Bank
of India, Punjab National
Bank, State Bank of India,
UCO Bank, Punjab and
Sind Bank, and Indian
Overseas Bank.As per the
filing, MTNL defaulted on
both principal and interest
payments in March 2025.
The total outstanding prin-
cipal amount is Rs
7,794.34 crore, while the
interest overdue stands at
Rs 551.90 crore.

Including penal charg-
es, the overall default
amount touches Rs

8,346.24 crore."The total
outstanding principal
amount stands at Rs
7,794.34 crore, while the
interest due is Rs 482.97
crore," MTNL said in its fil-
ing.

The filing included a
detailed breakdown of de-
faults with each lender.
Union Bank of India is the
largest creditor, with MTNL
owing it over Rs 3,633
crore, followed by Indian
Overseas Bank (Rs 2,374
crore), and Bank of India
(Rs 1,077 crore).

MTNL'’s accounts with
these banks have been
classified as Non-Perform-
ing Assets (NPAs) as ear-
ly as August and Septem-
ber 2024, with the most
recent default reported in

According to official trade data, the pharma-
ceutical exports reached $30,467.32 million in
FY25, more than 9 per cent increase than
$27,851.70 million in FY24. In the month of March,
the pharma exports registered more than 30 per
cent surge (year-on-year) to $3,681.51 million, from
$2,805.71 million in the same month last fiscal,
according to data. The exports to the US (in value
terms) increased 14.29 per cent at $8,953.37 mil-
lion in FY25. Other countries on top of India's phar-
ma exports were the UK, Brazil, France and South
Africa last fiscal. Meanwhile, a report said last month
that domestic pharmaceuticals market is expected
to grow 8-9 per cent year-on-year in FY26. The re-
port by India Ratings and Research (Ind-Ra) said
the growth in the sector will be at 7.5-8.0 per cent
year on year for FY25.
